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Problem conferences of medical libraries are events held annually in various libraries across the
Main Library, Wroctaw Medical University, Poland

enable the resolution of current issues and help address challenges (such as the functioning of
libraries amid the COVID-19 pandemic). They also provide an excellent opportunity for networking
or discussing new initiatives. The aim of this article is to report on the 39th Problem Conference
of Medical Libraries in Wroctaw and to present the issues raised during the event - concerning
not only Polish libraries, but also those operating in war affected Ukraine.

Streszczenie

On 5-6 September 2022, the 39th Problem Con-
ference of Medical Libraries (KPBM) took place,
with the motto: “Open Science — Effective Col-
laboration — Dynamic Development”. The event
aimed to initiate a discussion on current issues
related to open medicine, sustainability or the
role of libraries in university consolidation pro-
cesses. The focus area also included highly topi-
cal issues concerning the evaluation of scientific
activities and the challenges for libraries in the

era of hybrid education.

ORGANISERS, ATTENDEES, SPONSORS

This year’s conference was organised by the Li-
brary of Wroctaw Medical University (UMW).
This was the fourth conference to be held with-
in the Library’s walls, and the first in a new loca-
tion — at the Scientific Medical Information Cen-
tre (CNIM) at 2—-6 Marcinkowskiego Street, on
the UMW Clinical Campus.

The conference was held in a hybrid format, via
the Microsoft Teams platform. The selected for-
mat allowed 204 registered participants to attend,
including four speakers from Ukraine. Other guests
invited by the UMW Library included 13 directors

of Polish medical libraries and 19 representa-
tives of partner companies'. During the 2 days
of meetings, within the framework of 3 thematic
sessions, participants attended 16 presentations
by speakers and 10 presentations by conference
partners and sponsors, namely: Arfido — techno-
logical partner of Polish libraries; Clarivate Ana-
lytics; Sages — co-creator of the Polish Platform of
Medical Research (PPM; implementation of Ome-
ga-PSIR software); Platforms: EBSCO, Edra, IBUK
Libra, Elsevier, JoVE, Oxford University Press and

Wolters Kluwer.

CONFERENCE TOPICS

Session |, which was the morning session of 5 Sep-

tember, was entitled “Medical libraries in the face

' Data from the conference registration system.
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of open science, sustainable development, univer-
sity consolidation”. Session Il explored the topic
“Improving the information and bibliographic ca-
pabilities of medical libraries in the light of the
development of technology and information sys-
tems”. Session IlI, scheduled for the second day of
the conference, was mainly dedicated to speech-
es by guests from Ukraine — which has been at
war with the Russian Federation since 24 Febru-
ary 2022 — and was entitled “Activity of Ukrain-
ian medical libraries under martial law”. All the
above issues are highly relevant in today’s world,
marked by unforeseeable circumstances, such as
Russia’s armed aggression against Ukraine and the

prevailing COVID-19 pandemic.

COURSE OF THE CONFERENCE

Before the start of the 39th Problem Conference
of Medical Libraries (KPBM), a closed meeting of
the Conference of Directors of Academic Librar-
ies of Medical Universities (KDBAUM) was held.
After the meeting, at 10.30 a.m., the inaugura-
tion ceremony was held. Dominika Sidorska, Di-
rector of the Wroctaw Medical University Library
welcomed the attending medical library directors
and sponsors, as well as the audiences gathered
in front of computer screens. She also expressed
the expectation that the hybrid formula of the
conference would result in high attendance rates.
All guests were also welcomed, via a recorded
speech, by Prof. Piotr Dziegiel, Vice-Chancellor
for Science of the Wroctaw Medical University.
He expressed his hope that the meeting would
allow a number of new contacts to be made and
enable multi-faceted discussion and insight into
the issues addressed at the event, contributing to
effective cooperation and further advancements
in the future. The recorded inaugural lecture by
Prof. Piotr Dziegiel, MD, PhD, “Do genes rule
cancer?” was then played. The Vice-Chancellor
addressed the problem of cancer — which is the
second leading cause of morbidity and mortality
in the modern world — and presented the results

of over 100 years of cancer research.

Session|

Session |, moderated by Justyna Seiffert, Deputy
Director of the Main Library of SUM in Katowice,
and Joanna Stomkowska, director of the Medical
Library of CM UMK in Bydgoszcz, featured four

thematically diverse presentations by panellists.

The first speaker was Anna Sikorska from the CIB
UM in t6dz. In her lecture “Implementing open

access in medical libraries as illustrated by the
UMedical Reports series”, she presented one of
the projects implemented by the Medical Uni-
versity of tédz. The outcome of this initiative
is UMedical Reports (UMR), a series of mono-
graphs covering topics in medical, pharmaceuti-
cal, health and health-related or interdisciplinary
sciences. The UMR series includes publications
that synthesise scientific output, discuss inno-
vative solutions to research problems, and pres-
ent achievements that boost the development
of scientific disciplines. By publishing under a CC
BY (Attribution) licence, the UMR series supports
the concept of open access — it is available free
of charge via the £6dzZ Regional Digital Library
CYBRA and online at http://wydawnictwo.umed.
pl/. The speaker drew attention to the important
role of librarians from the CIB UM in £édz, who
are responsible for acquiring new monographs,
editing, proofreading and post-editing of UMR,
maintaining uniform text formatting or super-
vising the coordination of the entire publishing
cycle. Anna Sikorska emphasised the importance
of effective collaboration, networking and main-
taining good relations with authors, substantive
editors, reviewers and university units. She also
stressed the need to promote the initiative out-
side the academic community (Facebook). She
pointed out that the idea for the UMR project
emerged in response to the COVID-19 pandem-
ic, and its implementation became a remedy for
limited access to library resources. Summing up
her presentation, the speaker concluded that
considering the general availability of publica-
tions, effective collaboration between editors
and authors and steady increase in the num-
ber of publications and researchers interested
in submitting their work, the UMedical Reports
series was a perfect illustration of the motto of

the conference.

The next presentation, entitled “In pursuit of
a sustainable library model, as illustrated by
the example of the activities of the UWM Uni-
versity Library in Olsztyn” was given by Katarzy-
na Bikowska, PhD and prepared together with
Scholastyka Baran, BEng, MSc, PhD. The panel-
list discussed the Green University programme
adopted by the university in 2013, which in-
volves research and teaching activities in the
field of renewable energy sources (RES), energy
independence and the construction of cycling in-
frastructure on the campus. She mentioned that
the initiative was part of UWM’s development
strategy for 2021-2030. The university has com-
mitted to implementing the 17 Sustainable De-
velopment Goals (SDGs), as set out in the United
Nations Agenda. The entire process is overseen
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by a specially appointed Green Team — the Uni-
versity’s advisory team for the implementation
of sustainable development goals. The speaker
discussed each of the three aspects of sustain-
ability — social, environmental and economic —
and emphasised that sustainable development
of libraries requires a balance between all three
aspects. Concluding her presentation, the author
outlined some of the measures implemented in
the library (such as saving paper and energy, re-
ducing the number of equipment used, maximis-
ing the use of natural light, creating a barrier-free
environment, making a Christmas tree from plas-

tic bottles).

“Integration of PublicUM — a system of informa-
tion on the scientific activity of employees of the
Medical University of £6dz — with the Journal Ci-
tation Reports API” was the title of the lecture
given by Agnieszka Rosczak, representing the Bib-
liography and Bibliometrics Department of the
CIB UM in £ddz. As the speaker explained, Pub-
licUM is a system for collecting information on
the scientific output, achievements and activity
of university staff. It is based on the Omega-PSIR
system, which supports evaluation processes,
and is integrated with the university’s other inter-
nal systems, such as DODARP (HR system) or the
Process Portal, which is used to verify and vali-
date information sent to PublicUM. The univer-
sity’s process of integrating the PublicUM system
with the Journal Citation Reports (JCR) database
has been conducted with the aim of regularly up-
dating the impact factor (IF) and quartile values
for journals. It also allows for systematic assign-
ment of metrics to publications and retrospective
input to the database. Based on performance
analysis, the author identified the advantages
and disadvantages of the JCR integration pro-
cess. The advantages included fast IF updates
on publications, no restrictions on data retrieval
and availability of quartile data. Speaking of the
disadvantages, the speaker mentioned the lack
of automatic data updates, unclear error report-
ing, the system retrieving only one top quartile
(regardless of the number of disciplines assigned
to the journal), the high annual fee and the low

number of queries per second.

The morning session ended with the presenta-
tion “Federalisation of scientific information sys-
tems” delivered by Jakub Koperwas, BEng, MSc,
PhD, a representative of Sages. The speaker at-
tempted to answer questions regarding, among
other things, the processes that may follow from
the consolidation of non-medical universities
and medical universities using PPM and CRIS
systems. He explained what the Omega-PSIR
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system is and what it is used for, and presented
four different strategies for consolidating aca-

demic institutions:

B strategy O (top-down) —a common reference
CRIS is implemented, which is used by the li-
brary systems to retrieve ministerial scoring
guidelines, as well as dictionaries and jour-
nals, but the data collected in the university
systems does not leave the local systems;

B strategy 1 (merging systems; example: PPM) —
non-exempt data is exchanged, allowing joint
analytics and promotion; a strategy that can
be implemented for any group of universities
seeking to form a consortium;

B strategy 2 (maintaining a shared database;
example: Research Federation) — all univer-
sities operate on one server; the solution is
more cost-efficient and offers full analytics,
but limits the promotional potential of in-
dividual units;

B strategy 3 (example: University of Gdarisk) —
there is a possibility of downloading certain
resources from another university, but only
within the scope defined by identifiers (af-
filiation, author); servers are separate, while

the author database is shared.

Concluding his presentation, the speaker encour-
aged attendees to contact him on matters related
to system consolidation, pointing out that there

were numerous configuration schemes available.

Session|l

Session Il, moderated by Dagmara Budek, Di-
rector of the Main Library of PUM in Szczecin,
and Anna Uryga, Director of the CM Library at
the Jagiellonian University in Krakéw, consisted
of seven lectures focusing on the projects, tools

and systems used by medical libraries in Poland.

This part of the meeting started with a pres-
entation by Bogumita Bruc of the CIB UM in
tédz and Witold Kozakiewicz, director of the
CIB: “The tasks and roles of medical librarians
in the process of systematic review preparation.
The project ‘Systematic review as an integral
component of research projects’ implemented
by the Information and Library Centre of the
Medical University of £tédz”. The speaker ex-
plained that a systematic review was a synthe-
sis of all available evidence made on the basis of
already existing eligibility criteria, which makes
it possible to formulate an answer to a careful-
ly structured research question. He discussed
the purpose of creating systematic reviews (the

need to present a problem in a comprehensive
manner, with the description of assumptions
concerning the selection of publications, the
use of a standardised method and referring
only to research data available in scientific lit-
erature), as well as their potential use (e.g. clin-
ical analyses, determining the validity of con-
ducting research, implementing new solutions,
formulating guidelines for clinical trials or tech-
nology deployment, diagnostic and administra-
tive decision-making in medical institutions).
According to the speaker, there is a real need
for cooperation between the library communi-
ty and the clinical, scientific and management
teams at medical universities. This is confirmed
by the observations made by the author at in-
ternational universities and his attempt to intro-
duce such cooperation models at the University
of £6dz. The speaker formulated a proposal to
organise free online and on-site training cours-
es for medical library librarians, taught, among
others, by experts from European universities.
He also committed to preparing an information
platform offering instructional and training ma-
terials on the preparation of systematic reviews
and an analysis of these materials in terms of
the role of librarians. The panellist stressed that
this was an opportunity for libraries and librar-
ians to prove their value to the academic com-

munity and improve their image.

Next, in their presentation entitled “MeSH-
Pol portal as a tool supporting the translation
of medical terminology and enhancing the in-
formation-searching apparatus in CRIS-type
knowledge management systems and catalogue
systems”, Joanna Ciesla and Elzbieta Bohatkie-
wicz representing the CM UJ Medical Library in
Krakéw, introduces a project headed by Direc-
tor Anna Uryga. The MeSH-Pol portal is a tool
for operating the Polish-English version of the
electronic reference entries catalogue based
on the Medical Subject Headings (MeSH) vo-
cabulary. It was developed as part of a project
titled: “Platform for the management of the
knowledge and research potential of the Jag-
iellonian University — Collegium Medicum as
a module of the Polish Platform of Medical Re-
search”, financed under the European Regional
Development Fund. The first speaker discussed
the stages of work on the portal, presented ex-
pected outcomes, project objectives, and future
tasks for the editors. She emphasised that the
main purpose of the tool is to facilitate the work
of library cataloguing staff and to simplify the
search of catalogues and databases by users.
The second speaker defined the scope of per-

missions for users (browsing, searching terms
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and reviewing entries) and editors, super-edi-
tors and administrators (translating, modifying
records, approving, full access). She presented
a system for monitoring editorial activities and
confirmed that MeSH-Pol was ready for the
transfer of information. She invited other librar-
ies to participate in the project, which would
help to speed up the processes considerably.
She stressed the importance of keeping the files
up-to-date and thus constantly adding modifi-
cations and new translations. Director Budek,
who chaired the afternoon session, congratu-
lated the CM UJ Medical Library on the comple-
tion of this long-awaited project, and Director
Uryga promised that a training workshop would
be made available to enable other libraries to
contribute to the further development of the
catalogue. She also emphasised the importance
of MeSH-Pol in the context of the PPM platform

(continuous data update).

The author of the next presentation — “Integrat-
ed ecosystem of university information systems
using the example of the University of £6dz” —
was Maciej Sysak, Deputy Director of the Uni-
versity of £tédz (Ut) Information Technology
Centre and Rector’s plenipotentiary for the de-
velopment of the university’s information and
communication systems. The speaker discussed
the approach adopted to integrating numerous
university information systems, which made it
possible to enter data only once into the ex-
isting IT ecosystem, without having to repeat
the entire process several times. He presented
pathways for the dissemination of data entered
into the system and discussed the main objec-
tives of the initiative: facilitating communication
between university staff, ensuring data quali-
ty (no duplication and maintaining uniformity),
making work easier for staff, establishing the
image of the university (researcher recognition).
He concluded by inviting institutions to join the
project as new consortium partners. The mod-
erators confirmed the existing problem of data
completion by researchers at medical univer-
sities, pointing out that only around 1% of the
data in researchers’ PPM profiles have been

submitted so far.

Agnieszka Goszczyriska from CIB UM in £édz de-
livered a lecture: “Research data management
plan — Zero Waste in research projects”. A re-
search data management plan is a document
that contains information on data management
during and after the completion of a research
project. It is often required when applying for
grants — e.g. from the National Science Cen-
tre (NCN) or the 7th Framework Programme
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of the European Community for Research. The
speaker specified what information needs to
be included in a data management plan. She
also informed that the CIB in t6dzZ decided to
organise and conduct specific training courses
for academics to help researchers create the
plan on their own. Referring to the Directive
(EU) 2019/1024 of the European Parliament
and of the Council of 20 June 2019 on open data
and the re-use of public sector information (re-
cast) (PE/28/2019/REV/1), as well as the Open
Data Programme for 2021-2027 and the Act of
11 August 2021 on open data and re-use of pub-
lic sector information (Journal of Laws [Dz.U.]
of 2021, item 1641), she emphasised the need
to reuse the research data produced and drew
attention to the inefficiency of data duplication.
According to the speaker, supporting academ-
ics in collecting and sharing research data has
been and will remain one of the major tasks of

library staff.

In his presentation “The criterion for the inclu-
sion of publications in universities’ team bibliog-
raphies as illustrated by the case of the Medical
University of Warsaw”, Krzysztof Wtodarczyk,
representing the University Library of the Med-
ical University of Warsaw, discussed the most
interesting findings of a study on affiliation. The
speaker described the aim of the study (compar-
ison of results obtained using two inclusion crite-
ria: employment and affiliation, and both criteria
at once in the case of a synthesis), and present-
ed the research material. As he emphasised, re-
sults obtained for a sample of publication output
differed depending on the criterion of inclusion
used. The author discussed the reasons for this
discrepancy (delays in the publishing process in
connection with authors’ change of employment,
ambiguous affiliations, lack of affiliations or au-
thors not registered in the system or not eligible
to set up a profile, etc.). According to the panel-
list, affiliation seems to be a more reliable criteri-
on for summarising research output. The author
encouraged the audience to read the full findings
of the study, which will be published in the Med-

ical Library Forum journal.

In her lecture entitled “Creativity in the library,
or the outcomes of creativity workshops for
team leaders”, Anastazja Sniechowska-Karpiris-
ka, PhD, representing the UML Main Library, ex-
plained what creativity is and what conditions
it needs to exist. She described the principles
introduced during the workshops and the tasks
completed by participants. By formulating the
real (hidden from the participants) purpose
of the workshops, she mentioned unlocking

creativity and cooperation in areas other than
professional performance. She presented the
benefits of holding the workshop (better com-
munication, improved cooperation). She also
emphasised that the activities carried out had
allowed leaders to emerge from the group of
managers. In conclusion, the speaker suggested
organising workshops for managers from oth-

er libraries.

The first day of the conference closed with an-
other presentation by Witold Kozakiewicz ded-
icated to the European Association for Health
Information and Libraries (EAHIL). The speaker
briefly reported on the recent EAHIL conference
held in Rotterdam in June this year. He also ex-
tended an invitation to next year’s conference,
to be held in June 2023 in Trondheim, Norway,
and suggested organising the 2024 edition at the
UM of £éd? (to promote EAHIL in Poland). He ad-
dressed the fact that Poland had lost a significant
number of members and, as a result, also one
of the two seats on the EAHIL Council. He ap-
pealed to other libraries to support the prepa-
ration of the conference and to help attract new

members.

Session Il

Session Ill — devoted mainly to the current ac-
tivities of medical research libraries in Ukraine —
formed a separate part of the 39th KPBM. The
panel was moderated by Irmina Utrata, Director
of the WUM Main Library, and Renata Birska, Di-
rector of the UML Main Library. All four presenta-
tions by representatives of Ukrainian libraries
were delivered via the Microsoft Teams platform.
Opening the session, the presenters welcomed
the Ukrainian speakers, expressing their appre-
ciation for the effort they had made to actively
participate in the conference despite the difficult
war situation. Director Utrata expressed her ad-
miration for the attitude of the Ukrainian library
staff. She also added words of support and soli-

darity with the Ukrainian state.

The floor was then taken by Tatiana Ostapenko,
Director General of the National Scientific Medi-
cal Library of Ukraine (NNBMU) in Kiev. In a short
speech, she congratulated the participants of the
event and thanked the organisers for inviting rep-
resentatives of both Polish and Ukrainian librar-
ies. She stressed that war would be “a central

theme running through all (...) presentations”.

Next, the conference participants had the oppor-
tunity to listen to Director Ostapenko’s speech
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“The role of the National Scientific Medical Li-
brary of Ukraine in providing information sup-
port to military doctors under martial law” and
to see the damage done by enemy military forc-
es. As the speaker pointed out, not only build-
ings, including library buildings (60 objects), but
also valuable book collections, representing the
cultural heritage of Ukraine (history, literature),
were being destroyed. According to Ostapen-
ko, currently the most important area of the
library’s activities is comprehensive scientific
and information support aimed at the military
medical community (conferences, training, exhi-
bitions, publications), in the field of military and
emergency medicine. In addition, the library has
become a volunteer centre for the armed forces,
also helping refugees and displaced persons. The
activities of NNBMU librarians under wartime
conditions have been recognised by the Com-
mander of the Medical Services of the Armed

Forces of Ukraine.

“The Scientific Library of the Kharkiv National
Medical University (KhNUM) — overcoming the
challenges of the COVID-19 pandemic and mar-
tial law” was the title of the speech prepared by
Irina Kirichok, representing the KhNUM. Accord-
ing to the speaker, it is now essential to build
information content for the university’s digital
learning and research environment developed
in connection with the outbreak of the SARS-
CoV-2 virus pandemic in 2020. Drawing on the
experience gained during the pandemic, the li-
brary is able to continue its activities: to remotely
support the teaching and research processes of
students and faculty, to maintain the operation
of the KhNUM Repository, to create electronic
catalogues and indexes, databases and infor-
mation services using communication IT tools.
As the speaker pointed out, the COVID-19 pan-
demic had initiated the implementation of re-
mote scientific and educational support and the
provision of remote library services. Martial law,
on the other hand, made the remote format the

only option available.

In the next presentation entitled “Challenges, op-
portunities and solutions for the development
of information technology of the National Scien-
tific Medical Library of Ukraine (NNBMU)”, Yuriy
Shkoda of the NNBMU discussed the problems
(other than the war situation) that Ukrainian li-
braries were currently facing. Quoting the Bud-
dha’s words: “No matter how hard the past is,
you can always start again”, he addressed further
challenges, such as replacing the existing ‘hos-
tile’ Russian software with modern national or

global information technologies or translating
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the currently used Russian MeSH thesaurus into

Ukrainian.

The lecture “Scientific and research activity of
the library in the context of preserving and rais-
ing awareness of the historical memory of a re-
gion’s medical heritage” was given by Maya Mel-
nyk representing the National Pirogov Memorial
Medical University in Vinnytsya. According to the
speaker, the library staff continue their scientific
activities on many research levels (e.g. through
projects such as “Vinnytsya Medical Institute dur-
ing World War II”, “Teachers and students in the
millstones of repression” or “History of the Uni-
versity in documents and memories”). This re-
sults in numerous publications: calendars, mon-
ographs, collections of scientific and biographical
materials, books of remembrance. As such, the
activities of the institution are undeniably part of
the overall effort to preserve the national identi-
ty and historical memory of the Ukrainian people

struggling for freedom and independence.

Taking the floor after the guests from Ukraine,
Michat Olczyk, Deputy Director of the UMW
Library, and tukasz Skonieczny, BEng, MSc,
PhD, of the Warsaw University of Technology
presented a project developed by the Sages
company: “Artificial intelligence in the fight
against digital exclusion of the blind and par-
tially sighted”. Artificial intelligence with the
working name of WCAG Al is a tool designed
to support (meet) the digital needs of peo-
ple with disabilities — the blind and visually
impaired — and to counteract their digital ex-
clusion. According to Director Olczyk, this is
a problem that may affect up to 20% of the
Polish population. The speaker explained the
WCAG (Web Content Accessibility Guidelines)
standard, its requirements and its success cri-
teria (A, AA, AAA). Both presenters highlighted
the significant differences between adapting
existing digital content to the WCAG standard
and creating new standard-compliant content.
Michat Olczyk stressed that adapting data was
a tedious, complicated process, requiring sig-
nificant financial and human resources. tukasz
Skonieczny explained that the tool develops its
skills using representative data — or training
data —to learn and is currently able to recog-
nise the layout of documents and determine
content hierarchy. WCAG Al can also analyse
visual content (tables, graphs, photographs)
and create descriptions or characteristics of
such elements. The ultimate goal is for the ar-
tificial intelligence to be able to automatical-
ly adapt a document to conform to the legally
required accessibility standard.

SPONSOR PRESENTATIONS

Sponsor speeches were scheduled in each of
the three sessions. The first to speak was Mar-
cin Kapczynski of Clarivate Analytics, author of
the presentation “Supporting open science and
research initiatives with trusted data and tools
from Clarivate”. He presented the Clarivate+Pro-
Quest tool, which represents a combination (syn-
ergy) of knowledge, available content and instru-
ments needed for libraries and universities to

achieve ambitious goals.

Tomasz Psonka and Paulina Milewska from the
Elsevier platform moderated “Conversations on
Libraries” — a discussion with the conference par-
ticipants. They offered Elsevier’s support for the
activities of university libraries resulting from
the identification of new goals and tasks to ad-
dress the evolving challenges and needs of the
research community, and the expectations of us-
ers. They also stressed the importance of the per-
ception of libraries by the academic and research

community in a changing reality.

The morning panel was concluded by Beata
Fidzinska from Wolters Kluwer with a speech
entitled “New resources on the OVID platform”,
in which she presented the latest offerings from
the e-content provider. These included: tools —
the BioCyc Genome Database Collection; new
journals — the Journal of the American Society
of Nephrology, the periodicals of the American
Association for the Study of Liver Diseases (AAS-
LD); Grant’s Dissection Video Collection; and
a collection of evidence-based resources — Ovid'’s

Evidence-Based Health.

In the afternoon session, the first speaker was
Marcin Dembowski from Oxford University Press.
In his presentation “Your partner in the modern
library”, he introduced the Oxford Academic plat-
form developed by the publishing house to inte-
grate (merge) Oxford University Press products.
Currently, the platform hosts 500 journals (in-
cluding 126 medical titles) and 7 selected book
collections (all medical). The speaker also invited
the audience to use the platform’s content free
of charge until the end of 2022.

In his presentation “More efficient processes
through domain system integration, using per-
formance appraisal as an example”, Jakub Kop-
erwas, BEng, MSc, PhD, from Sages emphasised
the importance of function-driven domain sys-
tems (Omega-PSIR, USOS, HR system, etc.) and
the need to integrate them with other systems in
place at universities (such as ORCID, DataCite, JCR,

Chatbot, MeSH-Pol), including for performance

appraisal processes.

“EBSCO: evidence-based knowledge — an acces-
sibility-focused resource” was the last sponsored
presentation delivered on the first day of the
conference. Michat Tomczyk presented two new
scientific resources offered by the electronic con-
tent provider EBSCO: MEDLINE (over 47% of in-
dexed journals in full text) and CINAHL Ultimate,
available via the EBSCOhost platform, as well as
the clinical decision support database DynaMed,

with its functionalities.

In her presentation “IBUK Libra — intensive care
for readers in medical libraries”, Anna Radosze-
wska from the Polish Scientific Publishers PWN
talked about the new version of the IBUK Li-
bra platform. The platform had been upgraded
based on the real, identified needs of readers,
and is also accessible to older users and people
with disabilities. The speaker also discussed the
platform’s new or enhanced functionalities (,My
bookshelf’, ,Dictionaries’, ,Books in my libraries’,
,All books’).

Next, Krzysztof Nowicki from Arfido delivered his
presentation on “Library automation”, introduc-
ing the company’s new advanced library self-ser-
vice device. The materials used for its construc-
tion allow the device to be installed outdoors
without any risk of damage to the book collec-
tion, and it is also possible to return borrowed
materials and to borrow books that have not
been ordered but are visible on the device.

Laura Krawczyk introduced the JoVE platform
(Journal of Visualised Experiments), a produc-
er and provider of scientific videos that support
learning and teaching processes in research and
education, and presented its potential (includ-
ing the implementation of content for Microsoft

Teams or Moodle).

In the last of the series of partner presentations:
“Osmosis — effective medical education”, Michat
Krupa of Elsevier demonstrated Osmosis, a new
tool designed to facilitate learning. It features
thematically organised and customised content,
interesting and engaging visuals, and quizzes to
test users’ knowledge. The tool is intended not

only for students, but also clinicians and lecturers.
